The curing agent is sensitive to moisture and hence relative humidity
Storage within the room should be maintained preferably at <55%. Stacking should not be more than 3 drums/ cartons
one above other. DO NOT expose to direct rain/ sunlight. Any deviation to the defined storage condition shall
have a negative effect on the shelf life.

Steel : Remove grease, oil and other contaminants preferably by using Bison Degreasing
Solvent. Blast clean to a minimum Sa 2 1/2 Swedish Standards SIS 05 5900 with a surface
profile not exceeding 65 microns.
If blasting is not practical, make full use of mechanical tools alongwith manual chipping

and wire brushing to remove loose rust and scale to St.2 Swedish Standard SIS 05 5900.
Excessive burnishing of steel is to be avoided. Thoroughly dust down all surfaces. Best
results can be achieved if the manually cleaned surface is treated with Bison Metal
Conditioning Solution.

Clean off loose paints, debris, contaminants and ensure spot repair with available tools as
practiced in hand/ power tool cleaning using wire brush/buffing, emery/feathering to smoothen
the edges of impaired areas. Use appropriate touch up primer followed by recommended
coating system, allowing due over coating interval time to area of 2-3 inches in excess of the
spot repaired portion.
